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was one of the first graduates of the
CWU program, is excited about the
prospect of working as a craft brewer.
He feels that the program was very
useful. “It gave me a good all around
knowledge of what it means to be

a brewer,” he says. The professors
[including Roger Beardsley, co-founder
of the Roslyn Brewing Company] were
all very knowledgeable and enthusias-
tic.” Blaine moved to the Seattle area
in July, and plans to get a job there. His
goal is to get several years of brewing
experience and then start his own brew
ery, “spreading the joy of well-crafted
beer.”

Learning from Experience
Ultimately, the best education comes

from direct personal experience. No

written description of a beer is ever

the same as the experience of drink-

ing it. Beer lovers these days can take

advantage of an unprecedented wealth
of information, classes and workshops
on beer, but they should also take
advantage of the wide range of beers

available by local craft brewers to make

their learning as liguid as possible.

Perhaps the late great British beer writ-

er Michael Jackson said it best: “The
search for the perfect pint should last
a lifetime.”

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Smashed Blueberry

Shipyard Brewing Company,
Portland, Maine

This is a very unusual brew from Shipyard Brewmg Company in “the
other Portland”. Part of brewmaster Alan
Pugsley’s Signature Series, it's offered as
“a hybrid between a Porter and a Scotch
ale”, with local blueberries added. The beer
pours a deep umber brown with a frothy
mocha head and a nose of sweet malt, a
little dark chocolate and (of course) blue-
berries, although the fruit is somewhat
subdued throughout. It's a rich, full-bodied
beer, with big, dark malt flavor and a notice-
able hop backbone that nudges it out of the
Scotch ale style. The finish is semi-sweet,
with some fruity tartness, alcoholic warmth
and a lingering hoppy dryness — a perfect
send-off for the end of summer (9.0% ABV.)
Available in 22 oz. bottles.
